Key Reminders Regarding Food
 
Menu due dates:
Lunch #3 menus are due by Wednesday, July 27th by 10 a.m.
All Overnight breakfast and dinner menus are due no later than Wed., July 27th at 10 a.m. – if you can get these in sooner that would be wonderful!  
Please return completed menus to the "Menus" folder at camp or drop-off attn: "Camp Menus" at 2041 Brittan Avenue, San Carlos.
 
Take home any unused perishable items such as meat, sour cream, cheese as well as opened chips and unused bread.  These items are not returnable to the U-Haul.
 
Return unopened, non-perishable items such as chips and canned items as well as fruits and vegetables.
 
Remove and return any shed items from crates prior to returning them to the U-Haul.
 
Bring crates back to the U-Haul as soon as possible.
 
If something is missing from your unit basket please check with the food delivery person – we often have extras of certain items.  You can also ask a neighboring unit if they have extras of what you are looking for.  If your unit has extras, please bring them to the food truck ASAP in case other units are in need.
 
To ensure that you have all of your items for cookout, please do not take your crates until after the horn is blown.
 
Reminder for upcoming cookouts: on the menu, list the number of people that will be eating each item to ensure that you receive the right quantities.  
 
For overnight cookouts: if you prefer to cook something different that is not on the menu, you may bring items yourself and submit expenses for reimbursement.  Please check with Bug first for authorization.  
 
Each crate will include a paper bag for cutting as well as a plastic Ziploc bag for anything that you would like to save to take home.  
 
If you are planning on having spaghetti you can pick up your noodles from the shed a day prior to your cookout to cook the noodles at home.
